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In 1932, a group of music teachers interested in promoting the
love and knowledge of music began ARMTA. The mission of
providing cultural events of a high calibre in the community
remains today. In 1987, the Calgary Branch board created the
Endowment Society as an incorporated registered charity.

The Society’s primary goal continues to be the funding of various
scholarship programs to support many deserving young music
and speech arts students. Our teachers directly touch the lives
and serve the needs of over 5,000 Calgary and area students.
